ATTENTION PARENTS OF JUNIORS:

The PSAT/NMSQT® exam will be offered at Wausau West on Wednesday, October 11, 2017 beginning at 8:00 a.m. Students may
sign up in the Business Office, or on-line via the Parent Portal with a credit card by September 21 *. The cost of the test is $17. The
purpose of the PSAT (practice SAT) is to give students an opportunity to experience taking a college readiness test and to identify
students who might benefit from advanced coursework.

This test will provide the following for your son or daughter:

Assess their skills in Reading, Writing, Language and Mathematics

Get specific suggestions on how to improve their skills

Compare their academic skills with those of other college-bound students
Practice for college entrance exams such as the ACT and SAT

Enter scholarship competitions

Ask colleges to send them information

By taking the PSAT in 11" grade, all students have the opportunity to qualify for participation in the National Merit Scholarship Pro-
gram. PSAT/NMSQT® scores are used as an initial screen of entrants to the National Merit Scholarship Program, which recognizes
outstanding academic achievement by U.S. high school students.

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NCAA CLEARING HOUSE-ATTENTION DIVISION | AND I
PROSPECTIVE COLLEGE ATHLETES

If you are a senior planning to participate in Division | or Il sports as a college freshman, now is the time to register
and be certified by the NCAA Eligibility Center. 1 t i s t he studentds responsi bi
programs and carefully check and understand NCAA requirements. Since only approved Wausau West High
School core coursework will be considered for eligibility, it is imperative that students take the appropriate courses
prior to graduation. The approved list can be obtained by visiting the website: ncaa.org/eligibilitycenter. The Wau-
sau West school code is 502-417. The NCAA Eligibility Center website provides information on eligibility stan-
dards, financial aid, recruiting and the national letter of intent, in addition to other topics of interest to student ath-
letes. It will also provide information regarding NCAA guidelines and the changes regarding the increased number
of required approved core courses students in high school must complete.

CAREER CORNER

COLLEGE AND MILITARY VISITS: Representatives from colleges, universities and the military will visit the Career
Center throughout the year. Students should watch for advertisements and emails and make a point to stop by the Ca-
reer Center to meet with a rep and learn more about their post-secondary options.

WISCONSIN EDUCATION FAIR: Juniors and seniors are encouraged to visit the Wisconsin Education Fair (WEF) to
meet with representatives from over 100 colleges, universities, trade schools, and military branches. The WEF will be at
UWMC on Monday, October 2 (6:30 p.m.-8:30 p.m.) and Tuesday, October 3 (9:00 a.m.-11:00 a.m.). There will be a bus
going to the WEF on October 3 - interested students please sign up in the Career Center.

COLLEGE APPLICATION DAY: Any senior who would like to start a college application or receive help with an applica-
tion in progress is encouraged to attend College Application Day in the Career Center on Wednesday, October 4, from
8:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. Stop in during any unstructured mods for help with applications, essays, and all items needed to be
submitted to colleges!

ASVAB : On Tuesday, November 14, 2017 the ASVAB (Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery) will be offered at
Wausau West to any interested junior or senior. The ASVAB is a voluntary, free career aptitude test designed for stu-
dents who plan to enter the military upon graduation OR for students who simply want to learn how their skills and inter-
ests match hundreds of occupations. The ASVAB is a 3-hour test. Students can register for the ASVAB in the Career
Center beginning November 1%

SELECTIVE SERVICE: All males must register with Selective Service within 30 days of their 18™ birthday. Students
may register as early as three months after their 17" birthday. This is not a school requirement, it is the law. Failure to
register will affect a studentédés ability to recei v eectid
Service is easy and only takes about two minutes. Go online at www.sss.gov or pick up a registration card in the Career
Center or at any post office.

STUDENTS, CHECK YOUR EMAIL! Students are encouraged to check their Wausau School District email regularly to
stay up-to-date on happenings in the Career Center.
